Now is the time for all judges to 
check for tasks needing to be com-
pleted before the end of the year. 

Garden judges - have 
you voted and returned 
the Awards and     
Honors ballot? The 
deadline is September 
1st. Have you made 
sure your certification 
is up to date? We have     
several garden judges 
who need to send re-
newal  paperwork to Curtis this fall. 
And yes, yours truly falls into this 
category. 

Exhibition judges - have you made 
certain that you donôt need to renew 
your credentials this year? Do we 
need to hold a clinic III (Refresher) 
before January 1st for you? 

Four garden judges completed work-
shop two during the Regional Meet-
ing, and three more during the     
National Convention. Six of these 
were renewals, but one was a new 
garden judge, Nancy Jo Harvey. 

Two junior exhibition judges, Pat and 
Curtis Montgomery finished their   
exhibition judgeôs certification to      

become senior judges this 
spring. 

However the regionôs number of   
exhibition judges is still woefully  
low. If you have not started your 
training to become an exhibition 
judge, please consider begin-
ning;  as the process takes     
several years to complete. The

The significant 

changes include the following: 

¶ Effective immediately, the deadline for 

photography and video awards will be December 1st 

each year. 

¶ The on-line data base crashed on April 1, 2008. While 

some of the functionality was restored , a new      

contract was approved by the board with a different 

programmer to restore all functionality and to upgrade 

the capabilities. 

¶ Several publication item were addressed; 

1. New cost structure for ads in the Journal  were      

approved.  

2. The Round Robin in the Journal  will now be a     

minimum of 3 pages based on the new format ð a 

small increase from the 5 pages in the previous size 

format. 

3. A searchable index of previously published articles 

in the Journal  will be developed and included on 

the AHS web site. 

4. The publication committee reviewed the needs for 

other publications, other than the Journal, and at 

this time recommended the elimination of the    

special publication editor position. The Board    

accepted this recommendation.  We will seek    

talented individuals to assist with the 

editing of the annual checklist and other 

annual publications.
