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WINTER HORTICULTURE TIPS  

 

    The weather has been warmer than average the 

past few weeks and the plants are responding to the 

sunny days and high temperatures with early 

growth. But the cold weather may well return and 

last until the end of February.  

    Here are a few items to remember as we wait for 

the bloom season to begin: 

 

¶ Water requirements  Plants need less water 

now than in the summer. Try watering every 

four to five days. Probe into the soil 1½ to 2 

inches to determine soil dryness. Do not 

overwater, as this can lead to rot. 

 

¶ Fertilizer  We must wait until the possibility of 

freeze is behind us before we fertilize -- about 

the middle of February on average. Then an 

application of a balanced fertilizer (13-13-13) 

with trace elements is beneficial and will lead 

to good blooms later on in the spring. 

 

¶ Pests  Now is the best time to treat for grubs, if 

a check of your plantsô roots reveals their 

presence. Sevin Concentrate Bug Killer has 

proven effective for us in the past if you can 

locate it in the stores. New restrictions on 

chemicals have led to difficulty in finding 

anything that will rid your plants of bugs. 

Aphids are also a hazard now. We have an 

excellent article on aphid control (reprinted 

from the Daylily Growers of Dallas newsletter) 

on Page 3.  
    If  you decide to go the chemical route 

with pest control, please read the label on 

the container and avoid anything that 

contains Kelthane. This is to be avoided at 

all costs because it will kill  daylilies. 
 

¶ Out of season bloom If you purchased plants 

at our clubôs fall sale, some of those plants are 

ñconfusedò and may be blooming earlier than 

normal. We have had bloom scapes on Empire 

Returns, Tequila Mockingbird, and Eye On the 

Prize in our garden this winter. Daniel Lowe 

has also reported winter blooms. These plants 

should become acclimated and bloom correctly 

next bloom season, even though they may ñsit 

outò this springôs bloom.

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Aphids and Other Bugs Control

Editorôs Comment: This article is from the Daylily Growers of Dallas club newsletter. Helen Reynolds 

gave us permission to reprint it. 

A careful examination of the new growth areas of your daylilies will, in all probability, reveal a 

goodly number of aphids, mealybugs, whiteflies, and other critters. 

Aphids come in all colors, are prolific breeders, and injure all forms of new vegetation. Their 

primary damage is from sucking sap from the tender new growth area of the plant. This causes distorted 

growth. They are also responsible for transmitting plant viruses which affect the plant in a variety of 

ways. If nothing else, their presence reduces the vigor of the plant. These critters do not wait until spring 

to do their damage. Warm winter days are perfect for them to go to work. Examine your daylilies now. 

Spraying with Diazanon, Malathion, or Orthene will kill them. Just remember never to use a 

product with Kelthane in it.  Because many bugs are resistant to what we are allowed to use, we are 

going to have to start using water to wash aphids off until they recycle themselves. 

Buy a good water wand that will put out a forceful spray of water. You will have to spray your 

plants more often with water to keep them knocked off, but the effort will be well worth it. 

Lots of places sell ladybugs, praying mantis, and other things that will eat and kill aphids. This is 

still very early in the year and I have not seen any in the garden centers yet, but they will be in supply 

soon.
